2008/09 has been a record breaking season
for Balham Blazers F.C. Our four age groups
either won or were runners up in a
combined total of 18 League and Cup
Competitions in London, Surrey, Kent and
Sussex. All five teams did well in their
respective leagues with our Under 10 Colts
winning the London Saturday Youth Football
League South Division and our Under 10
Eagles finishing runners up in the North
Division. The Colts also won the LSYFL
Shield to make it a double winning season in
their first year of competitive competition.
The Under 13s did very well in their first
season in the Tandridge League A division
and then went into hyper drive once the
tournament season started, winning all five
tournaments that they were entered into,
which is an incredible achievement. On two
occasions they played a second Balham
team in the final. The Under 15s finished mid
table in the A Division and the Under 16s
won promotion to the top division. Both age
groups were also winners and runners up in
tournaments.

We had new sponsorship at the
beginning of the season from Parkgate
Developments and by the end of it we had
been offered a major sponsorship grant
from Student Aid for 2009/10. We also
received a grant from Awards For All to help
pay for the state of the art 3g floodlit
training facility that we use for training. 

Tobias Reed ran the London Marathon
and raised a staggering £1,500 for the club.

Our own sponsored marathon raised a
similar amount and our annual quiz night,
brilliantly organised by Diana Luchford and
Vicki Sabatini and compered by Matthew
Taylor, was a huge success and very big
earner for us.

Everyone at the club was delighted to
see long standing Balham coach and Under
14 Manager, Robin Shroot, sign a two and a
half year contract with Premier League
Football club, Birmingham City. It was of
course sad to lose our Under 21 Northern
Ireland international to the Premier league
however we have been extremely lucky to
add Ollie Kanner and Nick Neilan to our
coaching roster, both of whom have
contributed greatly and become key
members of the club.

We are all looking forward to next season
2009/10 when we will have all three of our
age group teams in the top division of the
Tandridge League, which is unprecedented.
We also have two new Under 9s teams and a
second Under 14 team starting out this year
in the London Saturday Youth Football
League, joining our two Under 11 teams,
whose success last season, under the
stewardship of Mike •MourinhoŽ Allen, we
hope rubs off on the others.

I set off early packed like a sardine with
thousands of other runners I arrived at
Blackheath station in glorious sunshine. The
predicted rain and cold weather had not
materialised. Cool is better for the runners but the
sun brings out the supporters and this is a race
where the supporters are awesome and give all
the runners an extra lift.

I felt fantastic. I•d eaten well, I•d taken it easy
over the last few days and for the first time in a
few months the constant ache in my legs had
gone. I was buzzing and itching to go.

This ended up being a race of 2 halves. The
first was awesome. I was going really well. I felt
fantastic. I was fast but not pushing it and I knew 
I had the energy and the stamina to go the full
distance at that pace. I was over the other side of
Tower Bridge in 1.20 and I passed the half way
point at 1.23 I was floating along with my own

personal
dreams of
completing the
race well within
my personal
best.

Then at 14
miles it all went
wrong. I didn•t hit
the famed wall
which happens
when you run out
of energy, but
instead, my legs just started to hurt badly. I had
been moving through the field, now the wave of
people starting going ahead of me. I felt I was
moving backwards. This sort of pain is not
unusual, however it does not usually kick in till
the last couple of miles. I counted down the miles
at a despairingly slow pace. The Isle of Dogs,
Canary Warf, Poplar High Street, they now
seemed longer. I have a background in fell
running but any incline, however shallow, became
unbearable. I inched forward along Commercial
Road, past the Tower of London, along the
Embankment counting down the miles. Big Ben,
Birdcage Walk, 600 meters to go, 400 to go, 
200 to go, 10 to go then finish.

I•d destroyed myself, but I had done it. I was
overcome and ecstatic. I didn•t care about the
time, my PB or anything else. I•d done it and I•d
raised £1,500 for the club.

As a
benchmark for quality, it will
improve the playing
experience for all. To achieve
the FA Charter Standard the
Club needs to have policies
and systems in place such as
a written constitution, FA
CRB-checked volunteers and
all team managers have to have a
minimum of the FA Level One

Coaching badge. The club also needs
behaviour Codes of Conduct in place

and a commitment to
attend in-service training,
provide Mini-Soccer
opportunities for under-10s
and promote schools liaison
and equal opportunities for
all. 

•Rightly, it•s not easy to
attain, but by achieving a
Charter Standard award, 
you are demonstrating to
all members, parents and
the public, that you are a
well organised and safe
club.
